Fasting and Abstinence- Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory days of fasting 

and abstinence for Catholics. In addition, Fridays during Lent are obligatory days of 

abstinence. The norms of fasting are obligatory from age 18 until age 59 unless pregnant, 

breastfeeding, mental or physical illnesses prevent you from doing so.  

Abstinance- Abstinance refers to refraining from eating meat as a form of penance or 

spiritual sacrifice. This helps Catholics to practice a form of self-discipline in imitation of 

Christs’ sacrifice.  

You’re invited to participate in a 5-week Lenten Spiritual Direction Group via Zoom. We will journey through 

the book “Can You Drink the Cup” by Henri J.M. Nouwen and explore what God has put in our cup. Zoom 

meetings will be held on Mondays, March 10th, 17th, 24th, 31st, and April 7th from 6:30-7:30pm by Lisa Reese, a 

member of Immaculate Conception Church in Clarksburg and a Spiritual Director Intern with the West Virginia 

Institute of Spirituality.
